Dear Arizona Licensed Respiratory Therapist:

The Arizona Board of Respiratory Care Examiners (“Board”) has made several significant changes
concerning the renewal of your license. Starting June 1, 2017 the biennial renewal fee will increase
by $30.00. (Online $153.00 or Paper $150.00)

In addition, the total number of hours required to renew your license remains at twenty
(20). However, the following changes have been made for approved continuing education units
(CEV):

1) New list of approved CEU providers;

2) New definition of acceptable documentation;

3) New mandate of at least two (2) hours of Ethics CEU every renewal period;

4) New mandate to keep and maintain CEU documentation for five (5) years;

5) New limit fifteen (15) online CEUs for any renewal (initial or biennial);

6) New limit of five (5) CEUs awarded for any combination of Advanced Cardiac Life
Support, Neonatal Advanced Life Support, Neonatal Resuscitation Program or Pediatric
Advanced Life Support for a renewal. You will only be able to obtain CEUs for one of
these classes and not 5 for each;

7) New exclusion that Basic Life Support CEU is not acceptable;

8) New limit of no more than ten (10) cumulative CEU for any combination of NBRC
specialty examinations for any renewal time frame;

9) No CEU will be awarded for the NBRC Therapist Multiple Choice or Clinical
Simulation Examinations for the CRT or RRT Credential.

The Board has established a transitional time frame for compliance and enforcement of these new
rules concerning the type and kind of acceptable CEU. This will have a grandfather effect on CEU
obtained prior to this change and of you being able to renew your license under the old or new rule
until January 1, 2018. After January 1, 2018 these new rules will apply. (Fee increase will still be
effective on June 1, 2017)

I have attached the Arizona Administrative Register which further details the changes described
above.
